| A IMPORTANT SAFETY NOTICE

Read these instructions before using this product. This product is intended to be used by a
single user during soccer training drills. To avoid serious injury during assembly,
disassembly, use, adjustment and/or movement of the LOTTO 12’X6’ INSTANT SOCCER
GOAL, the following warnings and instructions MUST be observed at all times:

A WARNING | Important Instructions for Safe Assembly, Use, and Maintenance:

This product is not intended for children under age 13. Adult supervision during use is required.
Never leave the product unattended. Unsupervised children can be injured.

Two adults required for assembly, disassembly, adjusting, and moving the Instant Soccer Goal.
All components must be properly assembled prior to use.

WARNING: Pinch Point. Exercise caution while pressing push-pins to assemble and
disassemble the metal frame.

WARNING: Sharp elements inside. To avoid injury, do not grasp metal ground stake by sharp
end when handling. Adults only should handle steel ground stakes.

Always anchor the goal prior to use. Drive all ground stakes completely into the ground on a flat
surface. An unsecured goal can cause serious injury. Players may trip on anchors that are not
fully driven into the ground.

The Instant Soccer Goal must be placed on a flat surface that is suitable for play while ensuring
maximum user safety. Placing on uneven or sloped surfaces can lead to injury.

NEVER climb on or hang from the Instant Soccer Goal. The Instant Soccer Goal is not intended
to be weight bearing and will collapse if significant weight is applied.

DO NOT put arms, head, or other body parts in holes or net. Entrapment and/or strangulation
can occur.

Exercise caution when people are near the sides of the goal. Poles may move if hit with a ball.

10. Net to be used with soccer balls only.
11. Net must be staked into ground or held down with weights (i.e.: sand bags).

A IMPORTANT! CARE AND MAINTENANCE

DO NOT leave product outdoors in inclement weather as moisture and other elements may
adversely affect the performance of the unit. Do not use in severe winds. The product and
anchors may come loose and hit players, causing serious injury.

To extend the life of the product, unit should be stored indoors when not in use. Net should be
removed during extended storage.

Examine the product regularly for wear and tear. Discontinue use immediately if any defect or
damaged parts are found.

Keep away from fire and heat sources.

ASSEMBLY INSTRUCTIONS

_ Pinch Point. Exercise caution while pressing push-pins to assemble and disassemble the
metal frame.

1. Place all base poles on the ground.

2. Attach the Net by inserting the Poles (A-E) through the net’s sleeves and attach the poles together as

you go to create the frame base. Open hook and loop flap on net sleeve on base of net and secure to
Pole A&B.

3. Insert Side Pole F (x2) to the metal base on both sides of the base.




4. Insert Pole G in front hole on Pole F. Insert Pole H in back hole on Pole F. Repeat step for second Pole
F.

5. Loop the four net loops at the top edges of the net to each Fiberglass pole (G&H).

6. Loop the two bottom net loops to the base poles (A&B).



7. Secure the goal to the ground using the four ground stakes. Push metal ground stakes into the ground
through the openings indicated in the image below.

Products that have been modified using replacement parts that were not provided by DICK’S.
Defects or damage caused by using third-party parts or services.

This Limited Warranty does not cover any consequential or incidental damages of any kind, including transportation to get warranty
service, loss of time, and loss of use. Some states do not allow the exclusion or limitation of incidental or consequential damages,
so the above limitation may not apply to you.

What the Period of Coverage Is

This Limited Warranty lasts for a period of one year from receipt of the product. Any implied warranty arising under state law is
limited in duration to the one-year period of this Limited Warranty.
