Important Instructions for Safe Assembly, Use, and Maintenance: 

 
1. This product is not intended for children under age 13. Adult supervision during use is 

required. Never leave the product unattended. Unsupervised children can be injured. 

2. Two adults required for assembly, disassembly, adjusting and moving the goal. All 
components must be properly assembled prior to use. 

3. The goal should be placed on a flat surface that is suitable for play while ensuring 
maximum user safety. Placing on uneven or sloped surfaces can lead to injury. 

4. NEVER climb on or hang from the goal. The goal is not intended to be weight bearing 
and will collapse if significant weight is applied. 

5. DO NOT put arms, head, or other body parts in holes or net. Entrapment and/or 
strangulation can occur. 

6. WARNING: Sharp elements inside. To avoid injury, do not grasp metal ground spike by 
sharp end when handling. 

7. ALWAYS anchor the goal prior to use. Drive all ground stakes completely into the 
ground on a flat surface. An unsecured backstop can cause serious injury. Players may 
trip on anchors that are not fully driven into the ground.  

8. Adults only should adjust the goal and handle ground stakes. 

9. WARNING: CHOKING HAZARD – Small parts. Not for children under 3 years.
